Histories of Erasure and Assimilation

Ainu (Indigenous tribe of the North)
Ryukyu (Indigenous people of Okinawa)
Ethnic Korean Japanese citizens 5%
Ethnic Chinese Japanese citizens 5%
Ethnic Brazilian Japanese citizens

Other foreign citizens/residents 3.8%
Ethnically mixed (Hafu)
