
Play games -  Games like scavenger hunts, obstacle
courses, and relay races can help children learn

teamwork, cooperation, and social skills.
 

Example: ‘Listen Up’  
Make an obstacle course in your space, and

partners take turns guiding their blindfolded
partner through the course. The trick is that the

person without the blindfold has to guide the
blindfolded partner using verbal cues only.
