Annual Request Information

This proposal is to supplement both existing student event support and equipment checkout pools, previously approved on both Annual and Special
Allocation cycles. Existing equipment items being requested are to provide additional quantities on high-demand models. New models include
previously unrequested equipment types. On the student event side, additional equipment will be both for self-serve options, (on and off-campus) as
well as one set of professional equipment for larger on-campus events, supported by the Information Technology team.

The Sony mirrorless cameras have been approved on the last two annual allocation requests as a hybrid model, supporting both high quality still
images and video capabilities. This model has continued to prove popular with both the student organizations, as well as individuals. In additional to
the standard package, a small portable wireless flash / video light is being added to the kit for more versatility.

In addition to these kits, new LED tube light kits are being requested. These are to supplement the current checkout pool (old models discontinued)
with larger and more versatile kits. These would provide benefit for digital still photography, video production (including abilities to animate lights for
simulated background / effects), as well as events for decoration and lighting purposes. These lights can be standalone, combined together and
controlled via a variety of methods, including Bluetooth.

The last annual allocation pool provided new items not previously requested, that has been exceedingly popular with both student organizations
(Music Club, etc), students and events (open mics, etc). All of these requests have come from students directly, and we are requesting general
funding for the most popular requests, and approval pending, using those funds in the most efficient and beneficial to the entire student population. In
addition to the new and existing electronic music equipment, there has been a call for more traditional (guitar, piano, etc) instruments to be made
available. (Please note: I have added an “or equivalent” label on a few items to allow for model discontinuation, updates, etc).

All of the items listed above will be available to the entire student population for general checkout usage. Only one section of this request will be on-
site / campus student event usage only (similar to the PA system / subwoofer approved last year). This includes the Pioneer CD3-3000 / hybrid
turntable (vinyl + DVS) and Professional D] mixer. This allows the student event participants to use industry standard gear (found in real-world
venues), as well as give them the ability to invite outside musicians and performers without having to include the cost of equipment rental or setup.

Lastly, a few additional microphones stands are being requested to replenish the pool, that has been well used over the years of student events and
setups.

3. Access: Describe who will be using or will have access to the resources being proposed. In addition, all previous requestors, please provide historic
data highlighting the usage and accessibility of technology.

All currently enrolled students with a valid Husky ID will have access to all of the circulating checkout equipment. Keiji Oka, Manager of Computer
Services can provide checkout usage from the WebCheckout inventory system as needed. Additional support is available at the IT Helpdesk (WG 108),
as well as Media Services (WG 116) for larger event / setup needs, and the Multimedia Lab (CP 005), for project and post-production assistance.

4. Timeline: Provide a timeline showing how the proposed technology can be completed during the requested period. Describe when you would like to
see this proposal initiated and completed, and why.

If approved, equipment can normally be ordered after July 2025. Once received, the equipment would be tested, marked and inventoried and be
available for students Fall Quarter 2025.

The majority of the student checkout equipment will be stored at the IT Helpdesk (WG 108) location, with additional student event equipment
available in the Media Services (WG 116) office. For larger events, students and student organizations will meet ahead of time to discuss scope, setup
and tech access. Please note, prices have been padded to allow for price fluctuations and model changes in between the proposal process and
purchase approval timeline. Additionally, these prices should be lower on most items, due to Education pricing availability.
